For some time the Zend framework has been avaiable, now. Like Radicore it is based on PHP,
and maybe better lends itself to comparison than a product based on Ruby. I should really
appreciate to read your opinion, and of course that of others, on how the two compare. There's a

After having read your description about where Radicore differs from Ruby on Rails, I have asked
the Ruby and RoR adepts within the XING business community (http://xing.com), to communicate
their views, on Radicore vs. RoR. Apart from the fact that no one there had heared about
Radicore before, some claimed that the comparison you wrote in 2006, at least in some aspects,
was not valid anymore, because RoR has greatly improved in the last 12 months.

I did not have the time to check the accuracy of their statements, so I'm not the one to judge
whether everything you wrote then, is still valid today.

They emumerated a number of web projects that had been solved with RoR in very short time,
with little effort, and to the utmost satisfaction of all involved.

I will not make any judgement, before having had the opportunity to take a closer look at either.

At the moment, however, I'd be more interested in reading your opinion about the Zend
framework.
